Case: Legal analysis – language interpretation of the FCI – Standard no.97/5.3.1998/D
Dear Sir,
On the basis of your request, our solicitor’s office has performed analysis, including language interpretation of FCI – Standard no. 97/5.3.1998/D, which in detail specifies the conditions imposed by the International Cynology Federation with head office in Thuin, Belgium, regarding the breeds of German Spitz, Keeshond and Pomeranian.
At the commencement of this analysis, we have to consider the actual interpretation of the aforementioned FCI – Standard no. 97/5.3.1998/D. This in English translation is: „German Spitz dogs, including Keeshond and Pomeranian“in German - Deutsche spitze, inklusive Keeshond und Pomeranian. The aforementioned name displays that the creator of the standard, FCI, was from the beginning interested in defining three different dog breeds with the same ancestor Canis Familiaris palustris.  The available resources show that Pomeranian was bred as an independent breed outside continental Europe, and the location of its breeding was Great Britain and particularly the USA.   Pomeranian breeding developed mostly in the USA and the breed certificates issued by American Kennel Club include solely the name Pomeranian without any nuance to German Spitz, the same procedure has been selected by e.g.  Danish Kennel Club. 
If we return to the actual content of the FCI – Standard no. 97/5.3.1998/D, the text further defines that the physiological characteristics of individual breeds of the German Spitz include the wolf Spitz, and also keeshond, and the miniature Spitz as Pomeranian. The selected procedure of FCI repeatedly show that both abovementioned breeds, i.e. Keeshond and Pomeranian are independent breeds from the German Spitz, because if it was not so, the text of FCI – Standard no. 97/5.3.1998/D would not mention any other types of breeds and names of Keeshond and Pomeranian.
The conclusion is that the content of FCI – Standard no. 97/5.3.1998/D, positively defines Keeshond and Pomeranian as two breeds independent from German Spitz and it is necessary for the respective kennel club and Českomoravská kynologická unie to take relevant measures.
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
